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Comparison of interpreting foundational concepts on teaching reading
at primary levels and its pedagogical implications

Abstract

The article is a review of Vietnamese and international literature to investigate possible similarities and differences
in their interpretation of foundational concepts on teaching reading at primary levels. In general, there is the
conformity in conceptualization of reading mechanism and reading comprehension. However, in details,
differences were found in understanding many other concepts. These involve conceptualization of loud and silent
reading, foundational components of reading capacity and reading fluency, the multifaceted and complex nature of
reading comprehension and fluency in terms of the pedagogical aim to develop learners to be independent readers.
Identifying these conceptual differences leads my suggestive thoughts on rationalization of teaching reading at
primary levels from theoretical and practical perspectives, particularly at beginning levels in which reading fluency
is emphasized as a focused learning outcome.
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
